An is a word that describes a person, place, or thing and in English
they go they refer to.

COMPARATIVE

Mhen we talk about two persons or things, we can "compare" them. We can see if they
are the same or different. We can use comparative adjectives to describe the
differences.

If they are the same, we use the “Equality” form. If they are different, we can use the
“Inferiority” or “Superiority” forms.

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SUPERLATIVE

A superlative adjective expresses the extreme or highest degree of a quality. We use a
superlative adjective to describe the extreme quality of one thing or person in a group
of things or people.

—IRREGULAR ADJECTIVES —

We say that an adjective is IRREGULAR when it doesn’t make the comparative
and superlative forms in the normal or regular -er/-est of more/most way.

Decimos que un adjetivo es IRREGULAR cuando el comparativo se superioridad
y el superlativo no se construye de la forma habitual: -er/-est - more/most
